The Public Hearing came to order at 5:34 p.m.

— Wastewater Treatment Facility Presentation — Staff & Consultants

e Mr. Petersen introduced Mr. Ed Meyer of GMS, Inc. stating that they
are the Engineers for Cherokee Metropolitan District and have been
working on the development and design of our new wastewater
treatment facility (WWTF). Approximately 175-200 customers and
interested citizens of the District were present to hear Mr. Meyer
address the group and present to them the recent developments of the
new WWTF. As mandated and required by the Colorado State
Department of Health, this was the second Public Hearing made
available to the citizens of the Cherokee Metropolitan District. Mr.
Mevyer provided a hand out (see attached) summarizing the details that
he would be covering during the Public Hearing. Mr. Meyer then went
into a detailed background of the existing and current wastewater
facility, oriented the group on the proposed improvements of the
existing site, and highlighted on the proposed financing of the new
Wastewater Treatment Plant and its fiscal impact on the District's
customers. Mr. Meyer stated that the development of the new WWTF
will have an impact on the water issues at hand in that the location of
the WWTF will help in replacement water for the basin in which
Cherokee draws their water. With no questions being raised from the
audience, the Public Hearing ended at 5:55 p.m. The regular meeting
moved forward to address the next items of business.
