ITEM 1:

The meeting was called to order by Board Chairman Ted Schubert at 5: 30
p.m.

Ms. Hardekopf called roll call of the Board of Directors. All Directors were
present.

ITEM 2:

Mr. Schubert asked the members of the Board if there were any changes or
amendments that needed to be made to the Meeting's Agenda for December
12, 2006. There were no suggestions at this time.
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ITEM 3:

The Agenda of the Regular Meeting of December 12, 2006, was reviewed.

***MOTION***

MR. HACKER MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE AND ACCEPT THE
AGENDA OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF DECEMBER 12, 2006 AS
WRITTEN. SECONDED BY MS. JONES. WITH A ROLL CALLVOTE, ALL
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).

ITEMS 4~ AND 6:

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting of November 14, 2006, the Special
Meeting of November 15, 2006, and the Special Meeting of December 4,
2006, respectively, were reviewed. No changes were noted.

MR. HACKER MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE, AS WRITTEN, THE
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF NOVEMBER 14, 2006, THE
SPECIAL MEETING OF NOVEMBER 15, 2006, AND THE SPECIAL
MEETING OF DECEMBER 4, 2006, RESPECTIVELY. SECONDED BY MS.
JONES. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT
APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).

ITEM 7:

~ Public Comments

. Public comments for items not on the agenda were invited. Mr.
Schubert requested a show of hands and one interested citizen
was told to state her name, sign in, and address the Board for a
maximum time of two minutes.

. Ms. Tina Hudson addressed the Board by stating she had heard
on Channel 18 that the City Council had enough signatures on a
petition for the builders in the District's development to "take
over" Cherokee Metropolitan District. Mr. Culichia responded by
stating the District is a governmental entity and the builders
were not able to "take over" in a hostile environment. The Board
and Staff also responded they had not heard any information
concerning this development. Mr. Beahan stated that he
believed they were referring to the City of Colorado Springs
annexing Cherokee's boundaries into theirs.
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There were no further comments or questions by the public.

ITEM 8:

=> Treasurer's ReQort

. A detailed Treasurer's Report (see attached), including financial
highlights prepared by Ms. DeCarolis, was presented to the Board
by Ms. Jones. Ms. DeCarolis stated that the Farmer Note,
amounting to $1,500,000, identified under Long Term Debt, would
be paid off in December, 2006.

. Mr. Anderson questioned the two new trucks under the Water and
Wastewater Project and asked if the District had traded in two old
trucks. Mr. Sintas stated that two new trucks were allocated for
2006. Mr. Petersen received a new Dodge Durango, and one of the
staff acquired a new Dodge Ram pickup, instead of trade-in, one
truck was given to the golf course and the 1999 Chevy Tahoe was
sold to Mr. Beahan.

ITEM 9:

=> Legal Report - Mr. Jim 'Culichia

. Subsequent to the Special Meeting on December 4, 2006, Mr.
Culichia reported that the District had closed the agreement on the
purchase of 72 acre feet of the Tipton Wells. Additionally, the
remaining balance of 149 acre feet will be closed by the 1stof May.
This total of 221 acre feet of water will be dedicated to the specific
subdivisions for new development but will initially be used for the
District until developers start using it. This water is to be received
by Spring, 2007.

. The Upper Black Squirrel Water Management District had been
awarded attorney fees associated with the motion to dismiss the
contempt proceedings and to recuse the water judge. Mr. Culichia
verified that Cherokee had already processed the payment of
$2,800.

. Mr. Culichia stated that they hoped the District will soon be able to
utilize additional non-potable water from different aquifers
underlying the Denver Basin and, with the move of the Sand Creek
Wells; this additional water will be utilized to help with the Golf
Course's watering needs. This water will be non-potable since
there will not be any treatment on these wells. This will allow for
more water to be available for our domestic users.
