The meeting was called to order by Chairman Robert Lovato at 3:35 p.m.  Mr. Lovato asked for Ms. Hardekopf to do the roll call of the Board of Directors, all Directors were present.     

ITEMS 2 and 3:

Mr. Lovato asked if there were any changes or amendments that needed to be made to the September 14th Regular Board Meeting Agenda. There were none noted.

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. SECONDED BY MR. HAMMERS. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).

· Executive Session: CRS 24-6-402(4)(b) 

***MOTION***

MR. HAMMERS MADE A MOTION TO ENTER INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION                           CITING 24-6-402(4)(B) LEGAL CONSULTATION. SECONDED BY MR. BEAHAN. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).  

Executive Session was entered into at 3:37 p.m.  

***MOTION***

MR. HAMMERS MADE A MOTION TO COME OUT OF EXECUTIVE SESSION AND RETURN THE MEETING TO THE OPEN SESSION OF THE REGULAR MEETING. SECONDED BY MR. BEAHAN. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

A ten minute break was taken before Regular Session resumed. 

Regular Session resumed at 5:52 p.m. 

ITEM 5:
The Minutes of the Special Meeting of August 9, 2010, were reviewed. Mr. Lovato asked if there were any changes that needed to be made to the Minutes. There were none noted. 

***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF AUGUST 9, 2010. SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

The Minutes of the Joint Meeting of CMD & UBSCGMD of August 11, 2010, were reviewed. Mr. Lovato asked if there were any changes that needed to be made to the Minutes. There were none noted. 


***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE JOINT MEETING OF CMD & UBSCGMD OF AUGUST 11, 2010. SECONDED BY MR. HAMMERS. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting of August 12, 2010, were reviewed. Mr. Lovato asked if there were any changes that needed to be made to the Minutes. There were none noted. 


***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF AUGUST 12, 2010. SECONDED BY MR. HAMMERS. ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

ITEM 6:
· Public Comments

· Mr. Lovato asked if anyone wished to speak from the audience. Those interested were asked to sign the attendance log and address themselves to the Board.  

· Tom Fortner was present on behalf of his 97-year-old mother who has been a resident of the District for 33 years and is living on a fixed income. She incurred an approximately $800 water bill in July and August, and staff determined it was because of a miss-programmed sprinkler system. Mr. Fortner believed the meter was misread and found no leaks to account for the high usage. Although Mr. Chambers evaluated the bill and offered a credit of $62 and a 9 month payment plan, Mr. Fortner stated that was not an acceptable amount and asked the Board for additional monetary relief. 

Mr. Lovato mentioned similar incidents involving large water bills and those customers also seeking relief. Mr. Chambers stated the price of CSU water is so high, that the District has to meet its costs and by doing so can only credit a very small portion of the bill, if any at all. Mr. Lovato also mentioned a group called the High Plains Utility Assistance Program and introduced Mr. Frank Gonzalez; stating that they are working with Woodmen Hills and that Cherokee could be looking into a program like this to help assist customers with high bills.

· Jon Maroon asked how many water districts Mr. Donovan represented, and Mr. Donovan replied he did not represent any water district other than Cherokee. Mr. Maroon asked if he was representing any developers, and Mr. Donovan stated that he does not represent any developers.  Thereafter, Mr. Donovan clarified his statement, saying that he has clients who are developers; however, he was not representing any developers at the present time. 

· Ms. Hernandez wanted to know where the extra money was coming from to pay two managers and extra lawyers. Mr. Chambers stated one employee had passed away last Spring and another employee sought employment elsewhere.  The District has not replaced these positions enabling the District to incur salary savings. Also, the attorneys who have been hired, other than Mr. Donovan, are selected on a case-assignment basis. 

· Barbara Gillem asked if there would be another rate increase in the next year, and Mr. Chambers honestly replied he was not sure about an increase; but one year ago they anticipated 2 years of rate increases to cover the cost of CSU water, however, there will be a substantial increase in SAFB’s water rates as they have not gone up in years.  There will be a draft budget given to the Board at the October meeting.

Ms. Gillem was also concerned about rust appearing in her water at the Cimarron Hills Townhomes, and Mr. Sintas suggested that the rust occurrence may be a result of rust in her pipes within her home. He also said it could possibly be the unsettled sediments resulting from hydrant and water line flushing. 

· Rita Martinez believed her neighbors, and perhaps other residents within the District, had been given inaccurate information regarding the recall. Although it was stated in the recall petition Mr. Lovato was responsible for the 146% increase in rates over the last 6 years, it was not mentioned two other Board Members at the time, Mr. Byers and Mr. Hacker, motioned and seconded the increases respectively. Ms. Martinez commented that Mr. Lovato stated in one of the Minutes of the Regular Board Meeting that a rate increase would challenge the homeowners of the District. 

Ms. Martinez also wanted it to be known that Gayle Jones, who consistently in the past has asked the Board where the extra money would be coming from to finance managers’ salaries and new lawyers salaries, did make a motion to raise the monthly stipend for the Board of Directors from $75.00 per meeting to $100.00 per meeting. It was noted that Mr. Lovato was the only Member who abstained from voting. With the concern that Mr. Lovato was a Member of the Board at Woodmen Hills, Ms. Martinez wanted to state for the record that a previous President Board Member, Mr. Ted Schubert, had a vested interest in the District’s water sources as an influential sod farmer. Not only was that a conflict of interest, but she believed the District shared concerns of nitrates in the water resulting from nitrogen in the fertilizer. Mr. Hasbrouck advised Ms. Martinez that the septic systems throughout the UBS Basin were more likely challenging the nitrate levels in the basin’s water resources than the nitrogen from fertilizer. 

· Dave Mattes addressed the Board by stating in the last six years, the District’s water rates have increased 146%. Since Mr. Hasbrouck also voted on the rate increase, perhaps his name should be included in the recall. He also mentioned Colorado Springs Utilities has a box of shower heads in their lobby accessible for those customers wishing to become more efficient with water-saving techniques in their homes.  Mr. Mattes wanted to credit Mr. Lovato for getting the joint meeting between the UBSGMD Board and Cherokee. 

· Beverly Schaffer asked for an update on the purchase of the Booker Wells. Mr. Lovato stated that Mr. Booker has quite a few wells, but the District has never been able to get sustained testing on these wells. She also asked about the use of Wells 1-8, and Mr. Lovato stated water from those wells could only be used in basin. Mr. Chambers stated he has not had any discussions with Mr. Booker about his wells and is going to be asking Ms. Whitmore to organize a workshop in the near future to educate the public about water rights in general terms to help the public receive a better understanding of the issues Cherokee faces. 

· Larry Keleher wanted to know what topics were discussed in Executive Session. Mr. Lovato stated most of the discussion within the Executive Sessions focused on ways to acquire additional water for the District, including the Southern Delivery System. Ms. Cederberg wanted to insure the audience that Ms. Whitmore, Mr. Donovan, Mr. Sintas and Mr. Chambers were vigorously looking for other resources to acquire water.  

Mr. Keleher had concerns about the recall process which he believes has personally affected him. Mr. Keleher had heard that Mr. Lovato was stating that he got him to remove his name from the recall petition; Mr. Lovato stated he never made that statement also, Mr. Keleher had heard that after the election of new Board Members, Mr. Lovato sent an email stating ‘ok, now we can get rid of some people.’ Mr. Lovato stated he had never sent such email. 

· Mr. Mattes congratulated Mr. Chambers for learning the role of Manager so quickly. Mr. Chambers stated the District needed to find avenues to terminate the $4600 per acre foot purchase contract it had with CSU; however, if the wells 14-17 were ruled abandoned, the District would be very reliable on CSU.

· Mr. Herrley questioned as to how much water the District has received from CSU, and Mr. Sintas stated 498 acre feet has been used; and he would highlight that more in his upcoming water and wastewater report. Mr. Herrley also commented that Ms. Martinez’s comments concerning the motion to increase the Board’s stipend was insignificant.  He thought the public had a difficult time making it to a Regular Board Meeting by 5:30 p.m. and suggested the Board start at 6:00 p.m. Mr. Hammers suggested public comments be moved toward the end of the meeting whereby attendees could come at a later time and the Board would still have an opportunity to entertain public comments. Mr. Lovato suggested the Board continue to start the Executive Session at an earlier time and start the Regular Board Meeting at 5:30 p.m.

· Mr. Beahan wanted to make a comment concerning Mr. Keleher’s earlier question about an email being sent out from Mr. Lovato after the election. He believed it was a public opinion that ‘you get in, you get rid of everybody.  Mr. Beahan said that Mr. Lovato hadn’t made that comment nor did he receive an email to that effect, or more specifically, he didn’t remember. 

· Ms. Cederberg commented that the decision to move Executive Session to the beginning of the meeting at an earlier time had not yet been discussed. 

· Ms. Hernandez resented an earlier comment in the meeting that “new blood” was needed to renew a sense of energy in the audience.

ITEM 7:

· Legal Report – Kevin Donovan

· Mr. Donovan stated he would make available on the District’s website a summary of all cases which were currently pending in court. He stated that the appeal to the Supreme Court for wells 14-17 would be taking place on September 30th and that the briefs for the case of Recharge vs. Replacement are due to be filed tomorrow. 
· Ms. Whitmore stated the legal strategy of those cases was discussed in Executive Session. She also provided an overview to the audience of the Denver Basin Lease case and requested the Board to entertain a motion to not appeal the decision of the Ground Water Commission, as CMD already has a good percentage of the Denver Basin waters.

MS. CEDERBERG MADE A MOTION TO NOT APPEAL THE DENVER BASIN LEASE CASE DECISION MADE BY THE GROUND WATER COMMISSION. SECONDED BY MR. BEAHAN. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).

MS. CEDERBERG MADE A MOTION AUTHORIZING MR. CHAMBERS AND HIS TEAM TO PURSUE OTHER WATER RIGHTS OUTSIDE THE UPPER BLACK SQUIRREL BASIN. SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

· Mr. Donovan stated, with the Board’s permission, he will be filing due diligence in a malpractice case against the law firm of Felt Monson & Culichia based on their negligence of not filing the proper paperwork on Well 17 in a timely manner.  Mr. Donovan also asked to include the statement; and other areas.

***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION AUTHORIZING LEGAL COUNSEL TO PROCEED IN FILING A MALPRACTICE CASE AGAINST THE LAW FIRM OF FELT MONSON & CULICHIA FOR THE LATE FILING OF WELL #17 AND OTHER AREAS. SECONDED BY MR. HAMMERS. MR. HASBROUCK-NO. MS. CEDERBERG-YES. MR. BEAHAN-YES. MR. HAMMERS-YES. MR. LOVATO-YES. MOTION CARRIED (4-1). 

ITEM 8:

· Engineering Report – Ed Meyers 
· Mr. Meyer provided a report on the wastewater project and related issues (see attached). Glacier Construction’s 8TH Change Order has been received in the amount of $5,746.00 and pertains to additional work relating to the WWTF and SCADA wiring. GMS recommends approval in that amount. 
***MOTION***

MR. HAMMERS MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE CHANGE ORDER NO. 8 TO GLACIER CONSTRUCTION IN THE AMOUNT OF $5,746.00. SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. THERE WAS NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOION CARRIED (5-0). 

· Glacier Construction’s 9TH Change Order has been received in the amount of $8,593.00 and pertains to additional work relating to the Lift Stations, additional SCADA wiring and generator exhaust piping. GMS recommends approval in that amount. 
***MOTION***

MR. HAMMERS MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE CHANGE ORDER NO. 9 TO GLACIER CONSTRUCTION IN THE AMOUNT OF $8,593.00.  SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. THERE WAS NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MR. BEAHAN WAS OUT OF THE ROOM SO HE ABSTAINED.  MOION CARRIED (4-1-0). 

· Glacier Construction’s 26th Pay Application has been received and reflects $16,830,723.70 earned to date. Taking into account the additional Change Order work, the retainage level has slightly increased to $151,584.56. Taking retainage and prior payments into account, the net amount due Glacier Construction for Pay Request No. 26 is $34,844.42. GMS recommends approval in that amount. 
***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE PAY REQUEST NO. 26 TO GLACIER CONSTRUCTION IN THE AMOUNT OF $34,844.42.   SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. THERE WAS NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOION CARRIED (5-0). 

· Mr. Meyer provided the Board an update on the WWTP’s influent flow measurements, non-potable water system, and potable well water quality.

· Timber Line Electric & Control Corporation’s 16th Pay Request has been received and reflects $431,656.93. Taking into account retainage and the prior payments, the net amount due the Contractor on Pay Application No. 16 is $26,082.84. GMS recommends approval in that amount. 
***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE PAY REQUEST NO. 16 TO TIMBER LINE ELECTRIC AND CONTROL CORPORATION IN THE AMOUNT OF $26,082.84. SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0). 

· Mr. Meyer apprised the Board on the developments of the Marksheffel Road Water Transmission Line Replacement including the bidding, award, and construction process. Frazee Construction Company has been awarded the bid in the amount of $699,153.00 contingent upon approval of the funding for the project by the El Paso County Board of County Commissioners. It is anticipated the Board of County Commissioners will approve the funding in September, 2010. A 120-day calendar contract will be given to Frazee Construction Company to complete the work. Assuming an October 15, 2010, start date, the contract should be completed on or around February 12, 2011.

· Mr. Meyer stated Frazee Construction Company has been in business for 63 years and has completed 10-15 projects for the District. Mr. Lovato stated he will recuse himself from the vote, as one of his company’s works for Frazee Construction Company. 

***MOTION***

MR. HASBROUCK MADE A MOTION TO AWARD FRAZEE CONSTRUCTION COMPANY THE BID FOR THE MARKSHEFFEL ROAD WATER TRANSMISSION LINE REPLACEMENT PROJECT CONTINGENT UPON APPROVAL OF FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT BY THE EL PASO COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS. SECONDED BY MS. CEDERBERG. MR. HASBROUCK-YES. MS. CEDERBERG-YES. MR. BEAHAN-YES. MR. HAMMERS-YES. MR. LOVATO-ABSTAIN. MOTION CARRIED (4-1-0). 

ITEM 9:

· Manager’s Report – Sean Chambers

· Mr. Chambers handed out a memo to the Board (see attached) and provided an update of the operations, maintenance and safety, the water supply planning and acquisition, and financial operations planning for the District. 

· Mr. Chambers reminded everyone of the October 5th Grand Opening and Dedication of the WWTP.  

· Mr. Chambers stated that the District would remain on the Stage 2 through the remainder of 10/31.

· Mr. Chambers commented on the water leak on Peterson Road stating that Mr. Sintas will speak more to that in his update.

· Mr. Chambers and Mr. Sintas are continuing work on the communication issues at the WWTF.

· In the process of budget preparation, Mr. Chambers stated that he is looking at incentives for the Operators to get the Collection and Distribution certifications and operator licenses.  With 2011 being extremely tight for operation and expenses, there is focus on the possibility of refinancing and/or paying off existing bonds.  The District and its employees will work harder to be frugal in 2011, to meet very tight budgets, to work efficiently, and do more with less; because that is what this economy, this budget, and our customers demand; and we will do so happily.

· Mr. Chambers also stated that the District needs to look at crafting a medical marijuana policy.

· Mr. Chambers reported that there is a pending meeting to be set in early October on CSU’s SDS water delivery pipeline project and its costs, which are currently estimated at $13,000/AF for pipeline capacity, and the District would need to acquire Arkansas River Water to move through any capacity it purchases.

· The District is looking at and working on a contingency plan if the abandonment ruling on wells 14-17 is affirmed by the Supreme Court.  Also, work is progressing on the outline of a Global Settlement to present to the UBSGMD.

· Mr. Chambers stated that the District will work to see how Cherokee can participate and solicit donations to the High Plains Utility Assistance Program that started in the Falcon area.

· There continues to be the ongoing dispute with Sunset Metropolitan District over Viewpoint/Antelope Acres subdivision service area and their non-payment of the billing.
· Mr. Chambers presented and read to the Board the Resolution in Opposition to Ballot Initiatives 60 and 61, and Proposition 101 (see attached). It is believed the passing of Amendment 60 would result in higher water and sewer rates, Amendment 61 would raise water and sewer rates to fund capital improvements, and Proposition 101 would require the District to fund road repairs associated with the District’s water and sewer infrastructure beyond what is already necessary. He requested the Board to approve the Resolution in Opposition. Although Ms. Cederberg wished to abstain her vote stating it was not her desire to tell people how to vote, Mr. Beahan did mention the District’s citizens needed to be educated about the ballot to decide how to vote. Passing the Resolution in Opposition would be a statement made by the Board of Directors, not by the District. 

***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO PASS THE RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION TO BALLOT INITIATIVES 60, 61, AND PROPOSITION 101. SECONDED BY MR. HASBROUCK. MR. HASBROUCK-YES. MS. CEDERBERG-ABSTAIN. MR. BEAHAN-YES. MR. HAMMERS-YES. MR. LOVATO-YES. MOTION CARRIED (4-1-0). 

· Mr. Beahan believed the Grill needed to be marketed more, and the beer cart needed to run more often. 

· Mr. Lovato agreed that the SAFB water rates needed to be increased.  Mr. Chambers stated that we are still waiting for a response from the group at SAFB, however, the rates will take effect October 1, 2010. 

· Because of economic hardship, a transient location, and a high customer count of rentals and transience within the District, bad debts have more than doubled in the past three months. The last increase in rental deposits occurred in 2007 when the Board recommended an increase from $35 to $50. To help alleviate the bad debt write-off and in support of the homeowners who own property, Mr. Chambers recommended to the Board to consider an increase in rental deposits between $75-$100.

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO INCREASE THE RENTAL DEPOSIT TO $100.00 EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY. SECONDED BY MS. CEDERBERG. MR. HASBROUCK-YES. MS. CEDERBERG-YES. MR. BEAHAN-YES. MR. HAMMERS-ABSTAIN. MR. LOVATO-ABSTAIN. MOTION CARRIED (3-2-0).

ITEM 10:

· Wastewater Report – Art Sintas

· Mr. Sintas apprised the Board on water demands of 4.3 mgd for August, 2010, compared to August, 2009, of 3.7 mg and 3.6 mgd for August, 2007. (see attached memo). Water consumption was down a little from July because of the rains. The total amount of water available to the District the rest of this year is 3,754 acre feet, and 2,567 acre feet has been consumed this year. 

· City flow has been turned off as of September 6th, and pumping from the Tipton Well will soon begin. Nineteen sod permits have been sold and customers can continue to purchase sod permits through September 30. 

· On August 17, 2010, the District experienced a severe water main break at 1060 Peterson Road. Extensive damage was done to the 10-inch water line and street. Nine inches of asphalt had to be laid, and the total cost of repairs could be around $60,000. 

ITEM 11:

· Golf Course

· Old Business

· The job description for the General Manager’s position has been posted, and there have been no applications thus far. Discussion arose as to whether there were any requirements posting the job externally.  Ms. Hardekopf stated there were none.  Mr. Lovato thought there was something within the Title 32 Statutes.  Mr. Donovan stated he would look into the statutues.  

ITEM 13:

· New Business

· Richard Cromwell, account holder of Diamond Moon Ranch, addressed the Board concerning a 1993 Agreement on Use of Raw Water (see attached). There are approximately eight homes on the premises and average monthly water consumption of 112 units. Mr. Cromwell has been a customer of the District for 17 years and feels, as his account is a one-of-a-kind entity; consideration should be made to evaluate and reduce the cost of his water rates. 

· Ms. Cederberg suggested to Mr. Chambers to evaluate the situation and research Mr. Cromwell’s water rate. Mr. Lovato apologized to Mr. Cromwell for having to wait til the end of the meeting to be heard and requested in the future that these kinds of cases be moved up on the Agenda. 

· Mr. Chambers believed the recall should not be the business of the Board or the staff members, as the staff has nothing to do with the recall.  It was his opinion the Board and staff should not be entertaining any questions or comments related to the recall. 

· There was discussion as whether or not to keep the Executive Session at the beginning of the meeting or at the end of the meeting. It was decided to start Executive Session at 3:00 p.m. on the designated Board Meeting date, and then take a break before commencing the Regular Meeting at the scheduled time of 5:30 p.m. 

***MOTION***

MR. BEAHAN MADE A MOTION TO MOVE EXECUTIVE SESSION TO 3:00 P.M. ON THE DESIGNATED BOARD MEETING DAY WITH REGULAR SESSION COMMENCING AT 5:30 P.M. SECONDED BY MR. HAMMERS. WITH A ROLL CALL VOTE, ALL MEMBERS PRESENT APPROVED. MOTION CARRIED (5-0).
